Behind the Brain Plaza / C-4
We celebrate the intellectual with a red sandstone sculpture of, well, an 
exceptionally large brain. It’s part of a pedestrian mall that’s a great place to 
take a break during your tour. 

Black Squirrels / A-1 to N-20
Ten black squirrels were brought to campus in 1961; now they’re practically 
innumerable and serve as our school’s unofficial mascot.

Derivatives Trading Floor (Business Administration Building) / E-3 
Watch future Wall Streeters practice derivatives trading and risk management 
at our electronic classroom (the only one of its kind at a university in the U.S.). 

Dix Stadium / L-19
This 22,000-seat stadium is where our Division I Golden Flashes football team 
scores its touchdowns.

Eastway Center / F-8
This complex is home to four residence halls, a bowling alley, and a café and 
deli, in case you get hungry from all the touring.

Ice Arena / H-10
No matter the season, you can hit the ice on our two rinks. They’re perfect  
for skating, hockey and broomball (a hockey-like game we play without  
skates or sticks).

Kent State Airport / B-1 
One of Ohio’s first airports and home to the state’s largest fleet of university 
aircraft, this is where we train our aeronautics students to reach new heights.

Kent State University Museum / B-3
From Katharine Hepburn’s movie wardrobe to Chinese lotus slippers, our 
museum houses fashion, costumes, textiles and art from the 14th century to 
the present day.

Kent State University Planetarium (Smith Hall) / H-6
The planetarium presents annually a series of four public shows about the 
stars and our universe.

Kent Student Center / F-6
Grab a snack or a drink and check out Kent State students in  
their natural habitat. 

Library / G-6
Twelve floors of books, newspapers, magazines, special collections, archives 
and computer workstations — not to mention a multimedia studio, café and 
poetry center.

Liquid Crystal Institute® / I-8
Kent State is a leader in liquid crystal technology — the science behind your 
TV, cell phone and computer. Stop by and see how we’re changing the world. 

May 4, 1970, Site and Memorial Tour / D-5
This site and memorial commemorate the students who were killed or 
wounded during an antiwar protest in 1970. Every spring, tens of thousands 
of daffodils bloom across the site’s 2.5 acres. 

Memorial Athletic and Convocation Center (MAC Center) / F-6
Named in honor of those who died in World War II, this building is home to 
our men’s and women’s basketball teams — and all of the cheering fans who 
root them on. 

Murin Gardens / G-7
On the north side of the library, these gardens feature many varieties of 
perennials, so there’s plenty for the plant lover to enjoy. 

Nursing Simulation Laboratory (Henderson Hall) / H-7
Our nursing students practice what they’ve learned in this cutting-edge lab, 
complete with lifelike, interactive human and baby manikins. 

Risman Plaza / G-6
Situated between the Kent Student Center and the University Library, the 
newly renovated plaza is the hub of our campus. With its beautiful views, 
many lawn areas and flower beds, the plaza is a great place to take a break. 

The Rock / B-4 
No, not the wrestler/actor. It really is a big rock. But it’s also how we express 
ourselves: every so often, a group of students paint the Rock with a new 
design scheme.

Roe Green Center / C-7
