DESCRIPTION OF UNDERGRADUATE STUDENT 

WORKER (MENTOR) RESPONSIBILITIES
The Career & Community Studies Program (CCS) provides a college experience for students with intellectual disabilities (ID) to help them better prepare for adult living.  While in CCS students with ID develop independent living, personal-social, academic, and career skills. They attend both specialized CCS courses and KSU courses.  In order to meet the needs of CCS students peer mentors are needed.  Mentors are Kent State undergraduate student workers who provide academic tutoring, help CCS students navigate campus and surrounding community, and attend KSU classes with CCS students, while modeling and teaching time management, organizational skills, and habits that lead to being a successful college student.  Mentors teach CCS students how to interact with other peers in an appropriate way, how to order and pay for meals, as well as other daily living skills.  Mentors tutor CCS students in an academic support lab where students work on homework assignments, study for quizzes/tests, and set and monitor academic goals.  Mentors receive on-going training and feedback from CCS staff to ensure that mentors are supporting CCS students with ID in a way that promotes student self-determination and academic success.  Mentors are a vital component to the success of the CCS program.  Without them this postsecondary opportunity for students with ID would not be possible. 
Mentor Responsibilities:
1. Support students in understanding and completing tasks
2. Design support tools and outlines for specific tasks (as needed)
3. Model respectful and appropriate work behavior
4. Encourage student to interact with supervisor/coworker (greetings/social conversations, additional task requests etc.)
5. Utilize time with student to engage in pre-teaching and post-teaching
6. Complete task analysis (as defined by professor)
7. Complete daily evaluations (Participation Sheet)
8. Communicate with director and professors regarding student progress, employee feedback, support/modification needs
