Proposal Summary

Revise Admission Policy for Educator Licensure Programs
Description of Action, Including Intended Effect

The purpose of this proposal is to revise the standardized testing section of the admission policy for all teacher education majors and minors.

As part of the certification process for educator licensure preparation programs, the Ohio Department of Education (ODE) requires that programs assess the reading, writing and mathematics academic skills of students entering teacher preparation programs. To qualify students for entry into these programs, Kent State University currently measures student competency with the Praxis I Pre-Professional Skills Test (PPST), ACT/SAT scores, and/or COMPASS exams. However, beginning September 2014, PPST will no longer be offered, and is being replaced by Praxis Core Academic Skills for Educators (CORE).
In addition, Kent State University’s qualifying scores for the CORE tests are established as follows: Reading: minimum 156, Writing: minimum 162, Mathematics: minimum 150.
As a result, catalog copy/roadmaps, policy pages, etc. must be updated to replace PPST with the new CORE test (or an Alternate test for students who do not pass CORE) requirement for students seeking initial licensure. In addition to revising the Requirements for Admission to Advanced Study policy page, catalog copy for the following programs will be updated:
· College of the Arts: Art Education, Dance Education, Music Education

· College of Education, Health & Human Services: Adolescent & Young Adult Education (Integrated Language Arts, Mathematics, Sciences, Social Studies), Early Childhood Education, Instructional Technology, Middle Childhood Education, Physical Education, Special Education.
(Note: while competency is a requirement in all initial licensure programs, not all programs list this in the catalog. The official policy is published in the Standardized Testing section of the Requirements for Admission to Advanced Study policy page.)
