The course focuses on the design and implementation and assessment of standards based physical education curricula. The valued added dimension will be effective Spring 2008.

· Readings and Discussion - focused on concepts in Module I and II of the value added resource. Particular emphasis on the relationship of value added assessment and standards based physical education. 

	Courses/Field Experiences that incorporate Value-Added: 
ELS 65392Advanced Practicum in Physical Education 10 credits Required
Teacher candidates complete this required practicum portion of student teaching for the initial licensure program - Master’s of Arts in Physical Education. Teacher candidates complete student teaching at both the secondary and elementary levels. Value added dimension is currently enacted. 

In addition to the practicum, teacher candidates in the Masters of Arts in Physical Education complete the required full day seminar embedded within the student teaching semester. This course explicitly focuses on how the school context shapes teaching and learning. The focus of readings, discussions and projects revolve around understanding content and students in relation to the school context. The full day instructional format affords teacher candidates both time and space to reflect upon and better understand how policies such as value added assessment influence practice. The seminar emphasizes a collaborative approach to teacher learning and fosters sharing of best practice across the cohort of teacher candidates, clinical faculty in schools and university supervisors. 

Teacher candidates participate intimately with concepts and practices of value added assessment by completing and presenting their Teacher Work Sample projects. Value added curriculum will be effective Spring, 2008. 
	Assessments related to the Value-Added dimension: 
• Assessment of Student Learning - implementation of curricular plan and data collection for the TWS project occurs during practicum portion of student teaching.  

• Institutional Study - descriptions of how the school history interacts with contemporary school context, community, and curriculum. 

• Teacher Work Sample (TWS) - complete the written TWS project, including an in depth write up and a multi media presentation that represents the TWS project in a public forum, either the state conference or a local research seminar.
