PLEASE NOTE:  The Secondary MAT program area is an 11 month initial licensure program for students with degrees in a content area.  We have both 7-12 and multi-age licensure students.  ALL MAT students regardless on their content must take 9 required classes together as they move though the program in cohorts.  The only courses that are not common are their content electives and their methods classes.   While Value Added will be discussed as one tool for assessment in methods, to insure that all students are similarly exposed we have included value added in our curriculum for all MAT students at two different points in their educational experience.  
	Courses/Field Experiences that incorporate Value-Added:
EDPF 68901 – Psych. Found. Of Education I (3cr. – Summer I)
REQUIRED FOR ALL MAT regardless of major
Psychological Foundations of Education is one of 8 required courses of all Secondary MAT students.  It is an overview of classical and modern theories of learning as they apply to classroom practice.  Courses content includes an overview of key learning theories, lifespan development, current issues involving instruction, assessments, and theoretical application to problems of teaching and learning.  The assessment section of the course includes Traditional Tests, Projects, Authentic Assessment, and Approaches to Value-Added Assessment. Value-added assessment will be covered using Module 1 again, this time with special emphasis on its relevance to understanding teaching and learning. The activities and assessments focus on the use of Value-Added Assessments in understanding student achievement and teaching strategies. Value-Added information will be included in course beginning Summer 2008.
	Assessments related to the Value-Added dimension:
Psychological Foundations of Education will concentrate on Value-Added Assessment as it pertains to student learning.

*A structured class discussion will be used to ensure that students are able to discuss the importance of measuring both achievement and progress in schools.

*Students will work in groups to analyze value-added progress measures in order to modify future instructional strategies.  Each group will report on their conclusions.

*Utilizing simplified value-added assessment data, students will decipher if a data shows that the student has displayed increased progression in his/her learning.



	Courses/Field Experiences that incorporate Value-Added:
SEED 62191 – Seminar in Secondary Ed. (2-Spring)
REQUIRED OF ALL MAT regardless of major
The addition of knowledge about Value-Added Assessment will be incorporated into the course, using Module 1 & 2 from the ODE website under the umbrella of Standards-Based Education and Professionalization, and will include information on the history of Value-Added as a concept, as well as information on the process through which it became a part of the assessment system for Ohio schools. A speaker will be brought in from local school district and/or ODE to discuss the way new teachers will be expected to utilize Value added data to design instruction to improve student learning.  Value-Added information will be included in course beginning Spring, 2008.


	Assessments related to the Value-Added dimension:

· Students will be examine the results of Value-Added assessments in several school districts – both from the Case Studies and, as possible, from Ohio districts – looking particularly at reports about the use of Value-Added assessments with diverse learners 

· Students will be engaged in small group discussion of the effects of Value-Added assessments on the relation of schools to the communities in which they exist
· Student will break into content specific small groups and using sample data for their content, diagnose student deficiencies and design instructional materials and strategies to move student to higher level of understanding.  Small groups will then share both data and decision making process with whole group.
· A structured whole-class discussion will take place in which students’ work with the implementation of Value-Added assessment will be shared and discussed.



	Courses/Field Experiences that incorporate Value-Added:
SEED 62191 – Seminar in Secondary Ed. (1 credit-Fall) 
A seminar which accompanies a practicum at the student teaching site. Students complete the beginning of the Teacher Work Sample.

Students will examine value added data from their student teaching site and incorporate it into the Teacher Work Sample.
