The undergraduate mean unit load (MUL) is 12.74 compared to 12.60 in Fall 10. Graduate MUL is 8.14 compared to last year's 8.06 and the campus MUL is 12.12 compared 

to 11.99 last year.

Student FTE increase by 3.09%; the Kent State University 8-Campus-System generated 1,022.60 more FTE compared to Fall 10. Undergraduate FTE increased by 3.00% 

(902.40 FTE) and graduate FTE increased by 4.07% (120.20 FTE).

This report provides a statistical analysis of the Kent State University 8-Campus-System enrollment for the Fall 11 Term. The Kent State University 8-Campus-System 

experienced a 1.98% increase in unduplicated student headcount; 42,185 students in Fall 11 compared to 41,365 students in Fall 10 for a net increase of 820 students. 

Undergraduate enrollment increased by 1.81% (650 students) and graduate enrollment increased by 3.09% (170 students).
