Experiential Learning 1-Credit Contract Proposal

This Experiential Learning Credit Proposal permits students to add an experiential education component to any regular University course for an additional 1 credit under the Experimental and Integrative Studies Program.  The proposal must be approved by the supervising faculty and the Office of Experiential Education and Civic Engagement (OEECE). The instructor is under no obligation to agree to supervise this additional work beyond the normal load for the course.  
Procedures:
1. The student should complete an on-line proposal form in consultation with the OEECE (Moulton RM 203) who will provide consultation and planning assistance.  
2. An electronic notification and an electronic copy of the experiential learning proposal form will be forwarded to faculty for additional consultation and collaboration with the student. 

3. Faculty will provide electronic approval (signature) for the proposed experience through the OEECE website.

4. Upon receipt of electronic approval from faculty, student, and OEECE; OEECE will submit the form for student registration under the appropriate Experimental and Integrative Studies (EXIS) course number.

	Categories of Experiential Learning

	1)   Engaged Learning - Student learning through service or actions done on behalf of others that takes place in varying segments of the community.  Examples may include:  Volunteerism, Community-based Learning, Laboratory simulation, Practicum, Learning Community, Creative activities (i.e. Dance performance, choreography, paintings and other works of art), International-based learning, and Internship). (1000 level)

	2)  Engaged Service-Learning - Student learning through course instruction and reflection that provides direct service or indirect service to forward the mission and goals of an organization. Examples may include: Service-learning, Project-based service-learning, Student teaching, Capstone, Clinical, Creative activities (i.e. Dance performance, choreography, paintings and other works of art), International service, Internship). (2000 level)

	3&4) Engaged Service Scholarship - Student learning through community-based information gathering and critical analysis to address local initiatives for social and economic change. Examples may include: Undergraduate research, Capstone project (research-based), Thesis, Community-based research, Community development, Community-based research /Creative activities (i.e. Major Dance performance, Original choreography, paintings and other original works of art). (3000-4000 level)

Guidelines for Experiential Learning Credit Proposal

The student will devote a minimum of 45 hours of work during the semester for the contract.  At least 30 of these hours must be on-site at the agency/organization.  The remainder may be devoted to reading, writing, or conference time which will result in a finished product.  The finished product may be completed through a student journal, portfolio, formal writing assignment, assigned readings, a class presentation, or a combination of any of these.  The work must be reviewed and assessed by the collaborating faculty member for a letter grade (which is separate from the letter grade for the course to which it is attached).  Briefly, but specifically, describe the nature of the service learning project.  Indicate the name of the agency, the work to be done, and the integrative value to the course listed above.  Discuss objectives, procedures, and outcomes.  Attach a reading list, if appropriate. 
• The student must provide a letter of completion from the supervisor at the agency.

• The student cannot receive other academic credit or wages for this experience.
• The experience must be integrated into the academic content of the course to which it is attached.
Briefly, but specifically, describe the nature of the experiential learning project and the name or type of agency.

Describe how the experiential learning project connects with the ideas, concepts and skills studied in the course?

Describe how the ideas, concepts, and skills of the course will be implemented within the agency? Discuss agency and course objectives, procedures, and outcomes.  Attach a reading list, if appropriate.
